800 characters including spaces
words fly from the lips and swavel to the moon. gathering dust. gathering lust, love, amnesia. somewhere in space, in total darkness before earthrise, you realise that swavel is not a word but remind yourself that maahi ro har vaght az aab begiri taazas, as long as you can ignore the fishy smell. laden with subfrequencies, bile, politics, capital, and carbon monoxide, the words hit the moon, making craters, mountains and empty river beds. 
Created by electronic musician and composer Pouya Ehsaei and voicer, mover, writer Tara Fatehi, From the Lips to the Moon is an unusual music and poetry show; an immersive space playing with the synergies of words, melodies, languages and beats to tell non-stories in goosebumps, shakes and half-familiar languages. 
Pouya and Tara invite local guest artists to collaborate with them. Building textual, sonic and visual structures that activate spontaneity, listening and improvisation, each night, they create a unique live performance.
